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Ineligible Electors Can Register and Vote in Ohio, Not in Compliance with Election Laws

The following are some of many instances in which Ohio Secretary of State directives and election processes illegally
allow ineligible voters to be added to Ohio Voter Rolls and voter in Ohio elections:

1) Al technology — thousands of paper voter registration applications can be added to Ohio voter Rolls using any four
numbers as the last four digits of a social security number (SSN4), and name, any birth date, and a large college
dorm, apartment building or nursing home address without a room/apartment number.

As long as the Acknowledgment Notice sent by the BOE when registering to vote is not returned Undeliverable to the
BOE, these illegally added Al electors, which could be in the thousands, who are not living persons residing in Ohio,
can vote in all Ohio elections. Even if the SSN4 is verified and found not to match the name or birth date, as long as
the Notice isn’t returned Undeliverable, absentee ballots can be cast from the illegally registered Al electors.

These illegal Al electors can also sign a petition for an Ohio constitutional amendment (e.g. sign a petition to abort a
full-term baby, or allow persons to vote in Ohio without an ID), and then vote for that constitutional amendment by
absentee ballot.

2) Persons outside of Ohio or outside the US who use an address in Ohio that is not their permanent
residence, to register in Ohio. These persons can then vote an absentee ballot from outside of Ohio or the US.

3) Persons outside of Ohio or outside the US who use a fake address in Ohio to register to vote.
Even if flagged for an invalid address which requires an in-person Provisional ballot to vote, which would likely
never happen, these illegal voter registrants remain on Ohio voter rolls for up to 6 years and the illegal elector
can sign petitions for Ohio constitutional amendments for up to 6 years.

4) Persons who are not US citizens can register to vote using the last four digits of social security number as
Identification. They may never be identified as non-citizens to vote, as the Annual Non-Citizen Review only checks
BMV records for non-citizens. These non-citizens are able to cast any regular ballot in-person or absent by-mail.
